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1.Mr. Wang Li-Jun, a retired professor from the College of Science at the National
Cheng Kung University (hereinafter referred to as “the University”), established this
scholarship to award students achieving excellent results with a grant totaling
NT$500,000. These directions have therefore been promulgated.
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(1)Students fulfilling the following conditions may apply for this scholarship:
a.First- and second-year students from the Departments of Mathematics, Physics,
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Chemistry, Earth Sciences, and Life Sciences.
b.Applicant must obtain scores averaging 75 or higher for their academic

performance and conduct grade in the previous semester.
c.Students with excellent results and with middle- or low-income families are

prioritized.
(2)Applicants of this scholarship shall not be granted any other scholarship.



3.Scholarship amount and quota:

(1)This scholarship is granted to two students per department (one first-year student
and one second-year student).

(2)After their applications are approved by corresponding departments, each awardee is
granted NT$5,000 per semester.
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4.Application time
After school starts, applicants shall submit required documents for application before
deadlines set by the Student Assistance Division under the Office of Students Affairs.
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5.Application procedure
Applicants shall submit documents in the following order:

(1)Application form (please download it from the “form” section on the Student
Assistance Division website).

(2)Photocopy of student ID card (with registration stamp on it).

(3)Original transcript from the previous semester.

(4)Certificate providing proof of family hardship or of a low-income household (not

mandatory).
